教学创新设计报告
1. 参赛课程简介及学情分析：

本次参赛课程为《英语语音》，是英语（旅游英语）专业一年级本科生专业基础必修课，开课学期为第一学期，先修课程包括《综合英语》、《英语听力》、《英语口语》等。具体讲授内容为Lessons 11-12, Linking，连读。

学生有一定的英语语音基础，但是大部分学生对连读现象及其规则不熟悉，在口语或听力中不习惯使用连读技巧，需要在学习连读知识的同时，进行长期大量的练习。

2. 教学痛点、堵点

《英语语音》课共32课时，教学内容为整本教材共28课，课堂学习时间紧张，练习时间偏少，学习效果欠佳是目前教学面临的主要困难，也是此次创新要解决的主要问题；另外，学生的发音、口语节奏及语调表现得不到充分而及时的反馈、指导，这也是《英语语音》课面临的教学痛点、堵点。

3. 教学目标：1）学生理解连读概念和规则；2）学生能在口语交际中自然地使用连读技巧，增强口语节奏感，能在听力训练中识别连读；3）学生能使用连读等技巧，流畅自然地用英语和他人交流，向外传播当地优秀文化，拓宽自己的视野。

4. 教学创新理念及设计：

为积极响应“新文科建设”，本次教学设计注重《英语语音》教学与现代信息技术的结合，用以解决课堂时间不够用，学生练习不足，练习得不到及时、充分的反馈、指导等教学“痛点”、“堵点”。

具体表现为：首先，教师采用翻转课堂理念，将连读知识的学习布置为课前预习，让学生观看慕课《英语语音》中相应章节，课堂上集中解答学生不理解的知识点，并将课堂时间主要用于说、听训练。第二，学生训练过程中可充分利用配音类、英语国际音标等APP，用人工智能评价帮助指出发音或连读技巧使用问题，及时得到反馈与指导。
课堂上，教学活动的设计注重“以学生为中心”的理念，采用任务型教学法、交际教学法等将学生的主观能动性积极调动起来，注重让学生积极思考、大胆尝试，参与课堂活动，教师也积极参与学生的小组活动，了解学生表现，并及时给学生以反馈、指导，努力促进学生“有效学习”的发生。
另外，本次教学设计还注重课程思政建设，具体表现在本节课所采用的教学音视频除了能满足学生对连读现象的认识之外，还具有思政育人的作用。如第一个视频介绍的是目前中国的发展转型，配音练习所采用的是介绍甘肃省张掖丹霞地貌的视频，这些有助于学生了解国情、省情，增强民族自豪感，增强向外介绍中国，介绍甘肃的意识和能力，有很好的思政育人效果。
5. 教学模式
教学模式上，本次教学设计采用翻转课堂理念。课前给学生分享有关连读的免费在线课程，即上海师范大学的在线慕课《英语语音》，8.3连读，并布置清晰的观看任务，即学生观看后要理解什么是连读、什么情况下可以连读，这样，学生可以带着问题来到课堂上。
课堂上，教师先检验学生对在线慕课的学习效果，再对学生的疑问进行针对性解答，确保学生对连读知识的掌握（对应教学目标1）；然后进入连读技能的培训环节，教师带领学生进行有关连读的读、听练习，促使学生在口语中能自然使用连读技巧，在听力中能识别连读现象（对应教学目标2）。教师设计多个课堂练习任务，将学生分为若干个学习小组，在课堂上引导学生进行交流、互动、练习、展示等学习活动（注重以学生为中心）。

课后，学生要使用配音应用程序，模仿音视频进行配音，并注意连读技巧的使用（对应教学目标3）。配音应用序会根据学生表现打分，如果学生不能恰当使用连读技巧，则得分会受影响，而使用连读技巧后，得分会有所提高，这样的分数变化，帮助学生认清自己连读技巧使用是否自然，并理解连读对英语口语节奏的重要性。教师也可以在智能评价的基础上对学生配音表现给出更具体、更合理、更有针对性的评价意见。
6. 教学活动：
学生在课前观看连读视频课，提出学习问题；课堂上教师解答问题，然后带领学生进行连读有关的听、读等小组合作练习；课后，学生使用配音应用程序检验练习效果，教师对学生配音样本的评价等。

课堂上，学生以学习小组为单位，围成6人左右的圆形讨论组。这样的安排，有利于随时进行小组活动，有利于学生间的互动，使学生能轻松愉快地融入课堂活动。

课堂上，教师要设计多个小组学习任务，并激励学生们积极参与，积极表现。如：课堂之初，教师提问，经过慕课的学习，大家对连读现象有了多少认识？小组讨论并回答以下两个问题：（1）什么是连读？（2）连读的规则有哪些？

课堂上听和读的练习中，教师要给每个小组布置一个句子，让大家讨论该句子哪些词之间符合连读规则，并尝试用连读技巧读这个句子。学生讨论期间，教师在教室里走动，监测各个小组的表现，如果学生需要帮助，及时给与指导。通过小组讨论，学生们更好地掌握了这些句子的连读技巧。
总之，课堂活动的设计要突出“以学生为中心”的教学理念，充分发挥学生的主观能动性，促进有效学习的发生。
7. 教学组织：
此次教学组织突出“以学生为中心”的理念，努力促成有效学习的发生。课堂上，教师设计多个教学活动，将全体学生分成若干个学习小组，每个学习任务布置给各个小组；在小组交流讨论的过程中，教师也积极参与各个小组，观察学生的表现，并及时给与反馈、指导。
8. 教学方法：交际教学法、任务型教学法。
任务型教学法：课堂上有很多课堂活动，教师布置任务给学生，让学生积极完成；学生在完成任务的过程中能充分发挥自己的学习积极性、主观能动性，增强学习效果。学生完成任务过程中发现自己知识或技能的不足，可以及时向老师或小组成员寻求帮助。

交际教学法：教师将全班分成若干个学习小组，在课堂上给各个小组布置学习活动，小组成员可以通过合作的方式共同完成任务，在交流互动中互相学习，共同提高。
9. 教学评价：
针对学生表现得不到及时、充分反馈的教学痛点，此次教学的设计采用“应用程序评价+教师评价+学生互评”的三维评价模式。
首先，学生课后作业的第一道评价是应用程序智能评价。应用程序或者慕课平台的智能评价有效减轻了教师的评价负担，并提升了对学生评价的及时性，使学生及时了解自己对所学连读技能的掌握情况。智能评价不仅及时，还能给出改进建议，或者提供专项练习平台，是很好的评价助手。

其次，课堂上，学生表现主要通过教师评价和学生互评的方式进行。教师在小组互动时，及时监测学生表现，对学生的学习困难或者学习错误及时给与反馈，这对教学效果的提升也有很大帮助。

学生互评也能发挥很大作用，是一种将评价和学习结合起来，让学生们从评价中加强学习效果的很好的方式，学生通过评价搭档的表现，也能进一步加强自己对连读技巧的认识。而且，在学生互评中，学生不易感到紧张，学习氛围更轻松活跃。

VII. Specific Teaching Content and Procedures
1. warm-up video watching: pay attention to the linking phenomena
After decades of rapid growth, China is switching from high-speed development to high-quality development. With a new focus on innovation and industrial upgrading, an increasing number of emerging industries are powering new economic growth. Let’s find out more.
2. check of the Ss’ learning effect of MOOC:

Let’s check how much you have learnt from online course.
Discuss the following questions and make a presentation.

(1) Can you describe linking in your own words?
(2) What are the rules for linking?
3.  theoretical presentation in class: 

(1) the concept of linking: In connected speech in English, words are not separated form another by pausing or hesitating. Once we have arranged our words into groups of thoughts, we must be careful to  join the words within these groups so that they don’t stand out as separate words. That is, we must move smoothly from one word to the next without making any sudden stops. Or in other words, the end of one word should flow straight into the beginning of the next if they belong to the same sense group. 

(2) the linking of final consonant +initial vowel: to blend or join the final consonant of one word with the initial vowel of the following word, as in “walk out”
4.  reading exercise: practice applying the linking of final consonant + initial vowel

Each group is responsible for one sentence. They are expected to find out which words could be joint together and practice reading the sentence by using linking. The teacher can join a group to find out what help the Ss may need.

6.  more practice on linking: dubbing the video The Rainbow Hills of China 
   (1) check the Ss’ performance in the dubbing APP.

      The Teacher gives feedback on Ss’ marks, practicing time duration, problems in English pronunciation and intonation, and gives advice on how to make progress. 
   (2) sample analysis of the Ss’ dubbing 
   a. Selection of the sample: a sample of the average mark
   b. the feedback by the APP: word pronunciation, speed, intonation, etc. 

   c. the teachers’ feedback on the linking skill 

In Northwestern China, there is a chain of undulating hills called Colorful Zhangye Danxia. Here you can find the colors of the rainbow. The terrain is so hostile that even grass struggles to survive. So where did this palette of colors come from? It is hard to imagine, but this area was once a lake. The multi-colored hills are the results of the long geological evolution of the lakebed. Changes in temperature and humidity, as well as the existence of various mineral elements, and the different iron content in lake sediments especially, gave rise to the spectrum of colors. 

   d. comparison of the sample and the original sound
VIII. Assignments

Dub the video The Rainbow Hills of China again. Pay special attention to linking of words where appropriate. You can upload several times until you are satisfied with the mark given by the APP. If you have difficulties, ask me for advice in time. Enjoy your dubbing.
IX. Teaching Reflection 
a. Make fuller use of the MOOC recourses and English learning APP in the previewing, practicing, testing and evaluation parts. 
b. English teaching can definitely benefit from modern information technology.

c. The selection of teaching video or audio should serve the purpose of developing the Ss’ proper ideological and political knowledge and values, helping Ss to learn more about modern China and Gansu, while helping with the teaching of linking. 
d. Multiple teaching activities should be designed to arouse Ss’ interest and subjectivity in learning. 

e. AI evaluation and Ss’ co-evaluation should be adopted in addition to the traditional teachers’ evaluation. 

f. Make sure Ss feel little, if not no, pressure during learning.
